Think of a word your dog has
never heard before, one that
they will not hear often.  It can
be another language, or even
jibberish.  Just make sure it's
something you are
comfortable yelling across a
park!

sometimes you will find yourself in a situation where your dog is
off leash and ignoring you.  The premack method is a proven method,

backed by scientific research, for teaching a solid recall 

Novel Reward
We will pair our novel cue with

a novel reward--Something
that will blow your dog's mind!  

Rotisserie chicken, Stinky
cheese are some great

examples.  You will need
enough to make 5 large

portions.

 Preparation

Pairing the Cue to the Reward

Divide your novel reward into
five sections, and seal in five air
tight containers.  Wash the
outside, as well as your hands
to remove any scent.  Store the
containers out of sight
(refridgerate if needed).

Over the next 5 days (once a
day), at a random time when

your dog is not paying
attention to you, have 1 serving

near you, call out your novel
cue, then immediately go to

your dog and dump out a
portion of the novel reward

while praising them
. 
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
